Maybe a picnic
in the park with various games for adults and games for chil-
dren will bring families out. The picnic may be a family basket
or a sharable potluck with the lodge offering cold drinks or
treats. Orienteering is a good way to get teens and adults in-
volved with a weekend event — and a wonderful way to get
people to explore various areas of your community. Also, ASK
teens and young families what they might attend or provide a
list of events and get feedback on their willingness to partici-
pate, thereby ensuring you will have participants. Utilize the
crafters in your lodge to hold sessions to learn things like wood
craving, stitching, painting, or knitting. These events can be
used to encourage members to prepare and submit items for
the Cultural Competition at the District Lodge and Convention
Meeting.

This was a pur-
suit of mine since 2019. | so appreciated the DIV Board members supporting me
in this initiative. | am pleased that the Canadian prairie lodges, seven in all, have
joined the thirteen BC lodges for a total of twenty lodges in the new All Canadian
District. | have been appointed as interim Zone 5 Director for District 7. Director
nominations take place at the AGM during the District 7 convention in May.

Aspelund was pleased to host the Sports Weekend / Scan Culture Weekend for 3 days
in June 2025. It was well attended with 63 delegates for the weekend and served 103 for
the banquet dinner. A few of the highlights were the Norwegian Laft Hus Annual Festival,
Fanatullen Dancers, a bus tour along the Scandinavian Trail in Central Alberta and the folk
band, the Traveling Mabels, as the banquet entertainment. A big shout out to our sponsors
who made the event a possibility: Torske Klubben Calgary $5K, SON Foundation Canada
$750, District IV $500 and SON HQ $500.
